The Capitol City CorVette Club, Inc. was founded August 27, 1977.  A group of both men and women who were corvette enthusiasts decided to join together to form a social and civic organization to promote the general welfare of the community.  To do this they promoted and supported social events and civic projects.  

As the years passed, the members and officers have changed, but the goals set by the original members have not changed.  The club has continued to be supportive of many area charitable organizations such as:  The Children’s Hospital, MCV Burn Ward, The Children’s Home of Virginia Baptist, The Virginia Sickle Cell Awareness Program, United Negro College Fund, For Kid’s Sake and the Virginia Chapter of Arthritis Foundation.  

The CCVC supports the youth of our city by participating in area high school homecoming parades, Virginia State University, Virginia Union University and University of Richmond Homecoming parades.  We have donated to several sport organizations such as:  Capitol City Girls AAU Basketball Team; The Royal Ambassadors; Bronzettes Softball Team and Impact Co-Rec Softball Team.  The members have shared their cars also by participating in area civic parades such as:  The Central Virginia Azalea Festival, Gold Bowl, St. Patrick’s Day, Ukrop’s Annual Christmas Parade, Goochland County Day Parade, Miss Black Virginia and the Inauguration Day Parade when the former Governor, L. Douglas Wilder was elected Lt. Governor.

During our years in operation we have helped to sponsor one of the first Black gymnasts from the Richmond area, Kim Hamilton.  Our assistance helped Kim to be able to attend different meets and pursue her desire to strive for top honors in her sport.  We also contributed to a scholarship for Terry Eaton, a young man who has gone to have a successful political career in North Carolina.

Along with sharing the use of their cars, the members have rolled up their sleeves to help serve in various soup kitchens for the homeless, prepared and distributed Thanksgiving and Christmas baskets for needy families.  Several of the members have also participated in the Teddy Bear Run for the Children’s Hospital.  Other community involvement includes:  Concerned Black Men, where the members served as mentors at J. B. Stuart Elementary School, Larry Bland Volunteer Choir, Big Brothers of Richmond, Battered Children’s Shelter in Petersburg, Virginia Bassette Learning Center, Richmond Redevelopment and Housing Authority, Faith Landmark Ministries, Richmond Braves Baseball Organization, Richmond Blood Bank and the Annual Northside Day Celebration.
